Teacher preparation faculty from the Northern Arizona University College of Arts and Sciences and College of Education work together with the Arizona Teacher's Excellence Coalition to bring you outstanding introductory science and mathematics courses for future teachers.  Then, after acceptance to the NAU Teacher Education Program, you take both formal education coursework from the College of Education, and content and teaching methods courses from the College of Arts and Sciences as appropriate.  Finally, you complete one semester of student teaching, and graduate.  If you wish to become an elementary teacher, your degree and major will be a B.S.Ed. in Elementary Education from the NAU College of Education.  If you teach secondary science or mathematics your degree will be a B.S. or B.S.Ed. from the appropriate department in the NAU College of Arts and Sciences with the appropriate major (e.g. Biology, Chemistry, Geology, Mathematics and Statistics, or Physics and Astronomy). These are rigorous eight-semester long programs, and include Arizona Teacher Certification, completed after student teaching and state examinations.  

If you already have a B.S. in mathematics or science, you may enter a post-degree certification program.  In these rigorous three-semester programs you complete formal education coursework, subject teaching methods, your student teaching and Arizona Teacher Certification.

A complete selection of graduate degrees in science and mathematics teaching, educational technology and much more are also available from NAU.
