1)
Participation:

Each month a participation grade will be given.  Participation will be based on the student’s preparedness and involvement in class.

Projects:

Tests:
Tests will typically be given at the end of each unit and announced at least three days in advance.  Students that are absent and excused will be allowed to make up the test the next day.  Students that are absent and unexcused will not be allowed to take the test.

Quizzes:

Quizzes will be given periodically and may be unannounced.  The same grading and attendance policies used for tests apply to quizzes.
5)
Laboratories:

Lab reports will be assigned after a lab experiment is conducted and will be due approximately 3 days after the experiment is finished.  Late lab reports will be penalized 10% for each day late.  After 3 days the report will not be accepted.

Homework:

Homework will be assigned daily and reviewed in class.  Full credit will be given if an assignment is turned in and completed.  Partial credit will be given if an assignment is turned in incomplete.  No credit will be given if an assignment is not submitted or late.

Midterm and Final Exam:


At the end of the 2nd quarter will be the midterm exam.  The midterm will include material from the 1st and 2nd quarters.  At the end of the 4th quarter will be the final exam.  The final exam will include material from the 3rd and 4th quarters.  Students may only miss an exam in the event of a family emergency.

Attendance


Students that are absent and excused will be allowed to make up the assignment within a time determined by the teacher.  If an absence is unexcused the student will be given a zero for all assignments due that day.  If a student is late they must have a pass (green, white or red).  For 1st period a red pass will result in a zero for homework due that day and any administrative action required.  For all other periods an unexcused lateness will result in a zero for homework and a teacher detention.  If a student is more than 10 minutes late, it will be considered a cut.
Academic Conduct
