Logger-Pro Directions w/ I-sight camera

1. Plug camera fire wire into computer

2. Open Logger-Pro

3. Click insert tab on top menu bar

4. Go down to “Video Capture” tab and click

5. Choose Capture window should open

6. Make sure IIDC fire wire Video is selected and click OK

7. Choose Camera resolution window will open select 800*600 and click OK

8. Choose Sound Source window will open make sure built-in Audio is selected and click OK (not important to experiment but it works)

9. Video Capture Window will open; there should be a real time feed of what the camera is seeing.

10. Aim the camera so that most of the frame is filled with the projectile board. ( The camera has some difficulty focusing on objects that are to close, so you may have to adjust the placement of the board/camera till the camera settles down on a steady focus)

11. Aim spot light so the board is well illuminated (the more light the less “streaking” in the video of moving objects)

12. When you are ready to start the experiment be sure to click Start Capture button a few seconds before you release the ball on the ramp.(This makes sure that you capture the entire flight of the ball, the computer takes a moment to actually start collecting data)

13. Click the Stop Capture button after the ball has landed.

14. A second window will open behind the Video Capture window. This window will have the captured video in it.

15. Move the windows around (push the video capture window to the side) so that you can see the entire video window. (there is a tool bar on the bottom that you will need)

16. Using the slide bar in the bottom menu, scan through the video to see if you caught the action that you wanted. At this time call over an instructor to check your video.
