Educational Psychology for Physics teachers: Using touchstone ohysics activities as illustrations
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Abstract:  We describe some standard ideas fro typical educational psychology courses taken by pre-service teachers, and illustrate them with touchstone situations from Physics Education Research (PER) literature.  We attempt to make educational psychology ideas appealing, interesting, relevant and immediate for future physics teachers, and introduce physics pedagogical content knowledge from PER into the professional vocabulary of these new colleagues to be.
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
