The Physics Olympics will be held at Buffalo State College on November 19, from 8:30 -1:00.  Teams of 3-4 students will compete in three different events:

Egg pendulum: build a catcher that will attach to the wall or other vertical surface and which will allow the egg to survive the highest swing.  Students can practice for this event if they choose.  The rules are given in an attachment to this e-mail.

Bridge building: build the strongest possible bridge with the materials provided (specifics to be given at the time of the competition).  If students wish to prepare ahead of time, have them do some research into the geometry of bridge design.

Brainstormer event: no details will be released ahead of time.
