Directions to RIT:

From the NYS Thruway, take exit 46 and proceed north on I-390 to exit 13 (Hylan Drive). Take a left onto Hylan Dr. and continue north 0.9 miles to Jefferson Road (Route 252), and take a left at the light. Drive west about 2.4 miles to the main campus entrance at Lomb Drive.  This will be the second campus entrance that you see (the first is by the Radisson Hotel).  Go to the traffic circle where the flagpoles are, turn right onto Andrews Drive, and then go halfway around the campus to the U parking lot.  On Saturdays in the summer, you will not get a ticket in that lot unless you park in a handicapped spot without a handicapped sticker.  As you walk north out of the lot toward the buildings, the Gosnell Building (number 08 on the map) will be on your left beyond the bus stop and to the left of the library.  Gosnell is the building with a greenhouse on the south side.  You will enter the building on the A level (basement).  Take the stairs or elevator to the third floor and find room 3345.  It is in the south wing of the building near the atrium, and the elevator is in the center of the north wing.
