High School Summer Science Program Application

The University at Buffalo Department of Physics, through a grant from The National Science Foundation, is pleased to announce a science opportunity for high school students in July 2007.   Students will work with Dr. Athos Petrou, a physics professor at the university to explore the science behind the exciting world of light emitting diode research (LED).   
During the workshop students will explore a collegiate research laboratory, run several experiments, collect data, and conduct data analysis using Microsoft Excel.  At the end of the workshop students will have a research notebook they keep and a completed first year college level physics laboratory report they can refer to during their first year of school.  Students will also receive a certificate of completion and participation that can be used when applying to college. 
The program will take place at the University at Buffalo’s North Campus in Amherst.  A maximum of 20 high school students will be selected from the Western New York Area to attend one session.  The first session will be held July 22 – July 27, 2007 and the second session will be held July 30 – August 3, 2007.   Sessions begin at 9 am and run until 4pm with an hour lunch and a break in the morning and afternoon.
